I'wish to write in support of George Lazaridis. I have been aware of George since 1999,
when he was a formidably talented student at the Royal College of Music. Despite the
pressures of a burgeoning professional career, he volunteered to be part of a study developed
through a Leverhulme Educational Award which looked at the neurological responses in
musicians during performance stress.

George subsequently applied to Trinity College to do his Masters’ degree. By that time, I had
also moved to Trinity College of Music and was able to watch him more closely both as a
student and musician. George was not only the outstanding musician-scholar in his year and
indeed graduated summa cum laude, but he also retained the tremendous respect, admiration
and affection of his fellow students and faculty.

George’s final recital was a combination of the Liszt B Minor Sonata as well as one of his
own compositions which he had written during the course of that year. It impressed his
examiners immensely. I have observed George in many professional and quasi-professional
situations since then including a launch of his Schumann CD for Somme Records at the Royal
Academy, where he played with characteristic grace, generosity and technical brio.

In 2001 he was awarded Trinity College’s first Junior Fellow, and he has been supporting the
work of the younger students in the piano faculty since that time. I mentioned the
Leverhulme project earlier, and he has based much of his teaching on his own experiences
with the neurological conditions needed to sustain outstanding performance. He has, in
addition to a busy professional calendar, also contributed to an ongoing research project at
Trinity.

George Lazaridis is one of the most remarkable musicians I have had the privilege to know
since I have been in Higher Education. His talent alone would single him out as a high
achiever, but it is his remarkable humanity which sets him apart from so many of his
generation. I recommend him without hesitation.
